A redundant Internet Service Provider will provide the County with a
backup Internet connection in the event the primary connection should
experience an outage.

Consideration will also be given to using the redundant connection for
traffic load-balancing. After bids are received and evaluated, a
recommendation will be brought forth to the Board.
